discussion points for NPCC. Provide recommendations based on decisions taken
during NPCC and as per NHM norms.

Experience:

In case of MBBS, candidate with master’s in public health or PG Degree/ Diploma as

In case of non MBBS candidates, at least 2 years of Post Qualification work experience
public health is required. Candidates with experience in consulting, particularly those who
have worked on State/MoHFW assignments would be preferred.

Work experience/Competence in the area of planning particularly at
National/State/district/block level for health or health systems strengthening would be an
advantage.
