Conduct regular field visits for monitoring and provide supportive supervision on
planning, HRH and programme management.

Appraise the Programme Implementation Plan (PIP) of the states and prepare
discussion points for NPCC. Provide recommendations based on decisions taken
during NPCC and as per NHM norms.

Collect data from states as per requirement of the ministry and the division

Prepare concept notes of studies as per the annual plan; conduct the study, collect
data, analyse and prepare good quality study reports.

Prepare response for the various queries and RTI received.
Provide Technical Assistance in areas related to health systems strengthening
Maintain database of all relevant documents and data related to allocated work area

Undertake other assignments, which may be assigned from time to time by the
Reporting Officer.
